*The Special Education Unit provides direct support to teachers of students who have been referred.
Teachers are advised to reference the pre-referral checklist shared with respective Special Educational
Needs Assistance (SENA) teachers (primary) to determine the suitability of the referral. Following, a referral
form may be completed and submitted to the Special Education Unit together with the required

documents.
